Power Point Requirements:  The PowerPoint presentation should appear professionally done.  Every slide in the presentation should have a uniform background, font, etc.  Graphs and pictures should be clear.  The font size should be no less than 28.  Proper grammar and spelling are necessary.  Sources of information gathered should appear as the last slide of the presentation.  See rubric for other criteria.

Poster Requirements:  The poster should appear professionally done.  It should be neat and colorful.  Proper grammar and spelling are necessary.  Statistics and solutions should be included.  Sources of information should appear at the bottom of the poster (these may be written small, but must be included).  A letter-size rough draft of the poster should be submitted to Mrs. LeBlanc before beginning the final product.

Movement Piece Requirements:  The movement piece should be performed professionally; that is, all group members should take the performance seriously (no one should be laughing unless the performance calls for it).  Performances should represent the current problem and possible solutions.  Performances should include axial and locomotor movements of varying height and speed.  Also, one of the following compositional strategies should be included:  AB, palindrome, call and response, canon, or flocking.  Group members should choose music to accompany the piece; the music should compliment the piece.
