1. balance – a feeling that the artwork is equal in attention and attraction

2. symmetrical – vertical axis is a mirror image; if cut in half lengthwise the art will be identical in each side
3. asymmetrical – balanced by using different elements
4. subjective color – ignoring natural colors; reflects the artist’s view
5. achromatic – the absence of color (black, white, and shades of gray)
6. chromatic – relating to color (red, blue, yellow, and other colors)
7. monochromatic – a range of one color (ex: light blue to dark blue)
8. alternating rhythm – two elements that alternate in a regular pattern
9. repetition – the same element used again and again
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
