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Family Educational Rights 

and Privacy Act (FERPA)

Also known as the Buckley Amendment

Statute: 20 U.S.C. 1232(g)

Regulations: 34 CFR Part 99



Primary Rights of Students 

under FERPA
ÂRight to inspect and review education 

records

ÂRight to seek to amend education records

ÂRight to have some control over the 
disclosure of information from education 
records

ÂñEducation recordsò are records that are ï

-- (1) directly related to a student; and

-- (2) maintained by an educational agency or 
institution or by a party acting for the agency or 
institution



ñEducation recordsò cont.

ÂExceptions to ñeducation recordsò include ï
ÂRecords created and maintained by a law 

enforcement unit for a law enforcement purpose

ÂEmployment records (unless contingent on 
attendance)

ÂMedical records made and maintained in the 
course of treatment and disclosed only to those 
individuals providing treatment

ÂRecords that only contain information about a 
student after he or she is no longer a student at 
that institution (e.g., alumni/alumnae records)
