STUDENT GOVERNMENT AMENDMENT #1

WILL STATE THE DEFINITION OF A STUDENT IN AN HONORARY POSITION AS MEMBERS OF HOMECOMING COURT, HOMECOMING KING AND QUEEN, MR. AND MS. NICHOLLS FINALISTS, AND MR. AND MS. NICHOLLS.

Article VII will be renamed “Honorary Positions”.  The old Article VII will become Article VIII.  The new Article VII Section 1 will be titled “Definition,” in the Student Government Association Constitution, and it will read:

1)  “The definition of Honorary Position is as follows:
A.  All honorary positions granted to students are Homecoming Court, Homecoming King and Queen, Mr. and Ms. Nicholls Finalists, and Mr. and Ms. Nicholls.

B. Honorary positions, by nature of their student representative position, are subject to oversight by the Student Government Association.
STUDENT GOVERNMENT AMENDMENT #2

WILL LIST THAT THE STUDENTS ON HOMECOMING COURT, HOMECOMING KING AND QUEEN, MR. AND MS. NICHOLLS FINALISTS, AND MR. AND MS. NICHOLLS WILL BE UPHELD TO THE STUDENT GOVERNMENT ASSOCIATION CODE OF ETHICS.

Article VII Section 2 will be titled “Code of Conduct,” in the Student Government Association Constitution, and it will read:

2. “All members selected to Honorary Positions by either committee or student body election will be required to abide by the Student Government Association Code of Ethics and the Nicholls State University Student Code of Conduct.”
STUDENT GOVERNMENT AMENDMENT #3

WILL GIVE THE AUTHORITY TO THE STUDENT GOVERNMENT ASSOCIATION TO IMPEACH AND REMOVE STUDENTS IN HONORARY POSITIONS DUE TO DISCIPLINARY MISCONDUCT.

Article VII Section 3 will be titled “Removal,” in the Student Government Association Constitution, and it will read:

3. “Any student in an honorary position may be removed according to the following procedure:  Impeachment by two-thirds (2/3) vote of the senate members present and voting at a duly constituted meeting and trial by the Student Supreme Court, with two-thirds (2/3) vote of all members present being the number of votes necessary for conviction, only according to the reasons listed in Article VII, Section 3.”
STUDENT GOVERNMENT AMENDMENT #4
WILL LIST REASONS FOR IMPEACHMENT OF STUDENTS IN HONORARY POSITIONS.

Article VII Section 4 will be titled “Reasons for Removal,” in the Student Government Association Constitution, and it will read:

4. “Any student in an honorary position may be removed for the following reasons:


A.  Violation of state of federal law

B. Violation of the Nicholls State University Student Code of Conduct


C. Violation of University mandated policies


D. Malfeasance or nonfeasance in office”

STUDENT GOVERNMENT AMENDMENT #5

FIVE SENATOR POSITIONS WILL BE APPORTIONED AND GRARANTEED FOR AT-LARGE MULTICULTURAL STUDENT SENATORS NOMINATED VIA ORGANIZATION, ONE SENATOR POSITION FOR BRIDGE TO INDEPENDENCE STUDENT SENATOR AND FOUR AT-LARGE STUDENT LIFE SENATOR POSITIONS.

Article III, The Legislative Branch, Section II titled “Composition”, in the 

Student Government Association Constitution, read as follows:


Five (5) seats will be allocated to serve underrepresented and underserved student constituencies, nominated via multicultural organizations.

One (1) seat will be allocated to serve Bridge to Independence student constituencies.


Four (4) seats will be allocated to serve Student Life student constituencies (Greek Life, Student Organizations, Athletics and Veterans Affairs).
