PRESIDENT’S REPORT – CRUZ CASSARD

In the Drive is a piece of legislation we’ve been working on which will start the process to end the book loan that exists in Student Government.  We went through seven years of documents to get to this point.  In the future, we’ll be putting into its place a way for SGA and other organizations on campus to help pay for test codes.  

Updates on some projects the E-Board has been working on:

1 – Started process of putting six murals in the residence halls on campus.

2 – Welcome Back Day project with Rousse to put 550 cases of water in halls.

3 – Coordinating with Athletic Dept., Game 0 on August 23rd.

4 – Working with Sodexo to address food insecurity.
5 – Working on budget reform to put the fees utilized in the best way.
6 – Coordinating with Administration to work on AI Policy updates.

VICE PRESIDENT’S REPORT – ADRIANA MAGALLON
· We’ve had many meetings, putting a hold on some projects and different things of that nature.  I’m excited to work with everyone.
